INTRODUCTION AND PURPOSE:

PURPOSE  
The State of Wisconsin Educational Communications Board hereinafter referred to as “ECB", through Department of Administration, Consolidated Agency Purchasing Services, hereinafter referred to as "CAPS," requests bids to convert six analog television translators from analog to Digital TV (DTV) operation.

The purpose of this RFB is to acquire all services and materials necessary to convert analog television translators W18CU, W22CI, W24CL, W45CD, W48DB, and W47CO to DTV operation no later than February 19, 2009.   

The State does not guarantee to purchase any specific quantity or dollar amount.  The contract resulting from this RFB will be administered by the Educational Communications Board.  
SCOPE 
The scope includes labor and materials necessary to convert and proof (certify operation within FCC-specified parameters for digital television translators) two existing translators, training and materials necessary to convert and proof four existing translators, DTV-related test and monitoring equipment, and materials necessary for one (1) receive antenna system. The translators are located at or near Sister Bay, Fence, Coloma, Webster, River Falls, and Bloomington, WI.

The initial contract will be for one 2-year period with the option to renew for one additional 1-year period by mutual written agreement of ECB and the Contractor. The State reserves the right to extend beyond the contract term if deemed to be in the best interest of the State.  
METHOD OF BID
Bidder must submit a price per unit for each line item on Attachment A or indicate NO BID.  
Bidder must submit a total dollar amount for each line item on Attachment A or indicate NO BID.
Bidder must complete all of Attachment B.
All prices will be in U.S. dollars.

Bidders are not required to bid on all line items.  Indicate “No Bid” with a check mark on the line items the bidder will not bid on.  Prices are firm throughout the contract.   The Wisconsin Educational Communications Board is considered an IRC 501(c) organization.

All costs for furnishing the product(s) and/or services(s) included in the bid in accordance with the terms and conditions in this RFB must be included.  

METHOD OF AWARD  
Each line item may be awarded independently based on the total for the line item.  There may be more than one vendor awarded.  In the event of bidder error in calculation, total dollar amount for each line  item shall prevail in each line item award. 

The State of Wisconsin shall be the sole judge of awarding this bid. Award will be made on the basis of the lowest responsible bidder which is judged to be in the best interest of the State.  Bids must meet all bid specifications and standard terms and conditions.  The State of Wisconsin reserves the right to reject bids that do not meet the bid specifications and standard terms and conditions.
Bids that require that the State shall guarantee a specific quantity or dollar amount will be disqualified.
CANCELLATION AND TERMINATION
The State reserves the right to cancel the resulting contract/agreement, for any reason, by giving written notice to Contractor of such cancellation and specifying the effective date thereof, at least 30 days before the effective date of such cancellation.  Contractor shall, in the event of such cancellation, be entitled to receive compensation for any work accepted hereunder in accordance with the State's order(s).  Contractor may also be compensated for partially completed work in the event of such cancellation.  The compensation for such partially completed work shall be no more than the percentage of completion of each work effort, as determined in the sole discretion of the State, times the corresponding payment for completion of such work as set forth in the State's order(s).

In addition, the State reserves the right to terminate the resulting contract/agreement, for reasons of breach of contract, by giving written notice to Contractor of such termination and specifying the effective date thereof, at least 10 days before the effective date of such termination.  Contractor shall, in the event of such termination, be entitled to receive compensation for any work accepted hereunder in accordance with the State's order(s).  Contractor shall also be compensated for partially completed work in the event of such termination.  The compensation for such partially completed work shall be no more than the percentage of completion of each work effort, as determined in the sole discretion of the State, times the corresponding payment for completion of such work as set forth in the State's order(s).

Upon cancellation, termination or other expiration of the resulting contract/agreement, each party shall forthwith return to the other all papers, materials, and other properties of the other held by each for purposes of execution of the contract/agreement.  In addition, each party will assist the other party in the orderly termination of this contract/agreement and the transfer of all aspects hereof, tangible or intangible, as may be necessary for the orderly, non-disruptive business continuation of each party.

WISCONSIN’S COOPERATIVE PURCHASING SERVICES

Equipment and services shall be made available to authorized users, per the form DOA-3333, Vendor Agreement. TAX EXEMPTIONS AND CERTIFICATION FOR COLLECTION FOR SALES AND USE TAX

The State of Wisconsin shall not enter into a contract with a vendor, and reserves the right to cancel any existing contract, if the vendor or contractor has not met or complied with the requirements of s. 77.66, Wis. Stats., and related statutes regarding certification for collection of sales and use tax. The prime contractor will be responsible for contract performance when subcontractors are used.  However, when subcontractors are used, they must abide by all terms and conditions of the contract.  If subcontractors are to be used, the proposer must clearly explain their participation. 

The State of Wisconsin is committed to the promotion of minority business in the state’s purchasing program and a goal of placing 5% of its total purchasing dollars with certified minority businesses. DEVIATIONS AND EXCEPTIONS:  Deviations and excep​tions from original text, terms, conditions, or specifications shall be described fully, on the bidder's/proposer's letter​head, signed, and attached to the request.
